You must try your best each lesson.

You will be internally assessed via completion of a portfolio of evidence demonstrating how you meet the
qualification criteria set by the Awarding Body. This will include tutor assessment, witness statements, tutor
observations, real work products.



There will be no formal examination.

Course Delivery
This is a face-to-face classroom-based course with live lessons and set teaching times.

You should be willing to join in with class discussions and activities.
